Addendum 1:
Fox Acres Architectural Design Guidelines

July 9, 2012
Subject:  Protection of Trees and Native Areas With-in and Adjacent to Building Sites
With the inevitable encroachment of the Rocky Mountain Pine Beetle into the forests within Fox Acres it is imperative that trees be protected from damage during construction. It is also imperative that the sensitive native areas be protected from damage during construction. Toward that end this Addendum is made to the Architectural Design Guidelines adopted and put into force June 1, 2012 and carries the same requirements and remedies outlined in said Guidelines.

During the stakeout, Section 1.E.2, all trees that are to be removed to accommodate construction must be approved by the FAACC, see also Article 6, of the Covenants and Restrictions. Also, a Construction Perimeter will be determined. The Construction Perimeter will be fenced with Black Polyethylene Mesh Barrier Control Fence, see Appendix 6 of these Guidelines.  All trees that are to be retained must be protected in the following manner:

The protection called for in items 1-3 below is to be completed before any construction begins on the job site; exceptions must be approved in advance by the FAACC:

1. Trees having a circumference of 24 inches as measured 48 inches up from the base of the tree along the leading edge of the Construction Perimeter Fencing or standing alone within the Construction Perimeter are required to be protected with upright bales of hay or straw around each tree trunk and enclosed with Orange Polyethylene Mesh Barrier Control Fence. 

2. Trees outside the Construction Perimeter and/or lot lines that are subject to heavy construction traffic or excavation equipment are to be protected in likewise fashion.

3. Trees that are adjacent to other developed properties should be similarly protected if, in the judgment of the FAACC, it is necessary.

NOTE: If the owner and the FAACC representatives do not agree on the designation of trees to be protected, the decision will be referred to the FAACC committee as a whole. If a super majority (majority plus one) of the FAACC membership can not agree on the designation, the owner’s wishes will prevail. If the FAACC does agree by a super majority and the owner does not approve of that decision, the owner may appeal to the Board of Directors as provided in these Guidelines.
During Construction:
4. During the entire construction phase of the project, all trees defined in items 1-3 above must be treated with preventative insecticide by a tree service approved by Community Services at the appropriate time of year to mitigate Rocky Mountain Pine Beetle infestation.  Community Services should be consulted as to the time of application.
Post Construction:

5. If, after the removal of the protective systems outlined above and final grading of the property, a tree is to be buried more than 6 inches above the original grade within the drip line of the tree, a retaining wall approved by a certified arborist and/or FAACC must be installed around the tree trunk.
Fines for non compliance:  Any tree specified to be protected as outlined above that is damaged by construction activity is subject to a fine per occurrence per tree.  If the scar is not remedied according to FAACC standards within 24 hours the fine is doubled per occurrence per tree.
Encroachment beyond the fenced Construction Perimeter is subject to a fine per occurrence. Damage to any tree beyond the Construction Perimeter will be subject to double the fines.
Fines are established by the Board of Directors of FACSC.  Fines shall not exceed $125.00.  Fines will be deducted from the Refundable Owner Compliance Fee and Refundable Contractor Compliance Fee as appropriate.  In addition all remedies outlined in Section II, Enforcement, are applicable.
